On June 8th, 1967, Israeli warplanes and torpedo boats launched a ferocious
two-hour attack on and attempted to sink the USS Liberty as she sailed under
a U.S. Flag in International waters. Of the 294 men aboard the vessel, 34 were
killed and 174 were wounded by a well-coordinated, multi-wave assault that
included the use of napalm. Rescue aircraft had been launched but were
recalled in mid-flight by direct orders from President Lyndon B. Johnson, but
why? The October 2003 Independent Commission of Inquiry found that
“Israel committed acts of murder against American servicemen and an act of
war against the United States”.

After 57 years, the USS Liberty survivors are still seeking justice.
